2008/2009 Budget Adopted

The budget calls for revenue of $31,160, primarily
from base assessments and security donations, and
expenditures of $40,476, consisting of $12,600 for se-
curity patrols, $10,000 for street tree maintenance,
$5,036 for island maintenance, $3,090 for HACCD
administration, $2,500 for block parties, annual picnic
and meetings, $1,400 (net of advertising) for a new
directory, $490 for computer services, $300 for web
site hosting, and various other expenses. The budget
calls for end-of-year reserves of $22,442. See the full
budget on the Romanelli West website under “Homes
Association"—first item.
